The children will be 

learning a ‘Sign of the Day’ each day so that by the end of the week they will be able to 

use BSL for simple greetings and to introduce themselves. Please ask your child what 

they have learnt each day and practise at home if you can!

Maths 

Learning in school: 

In maths, children will continue their learning about Length and Height: 

➢ Compare lengths and heights 

➢ Order lengths and heights 

➢ Four operations with lengths and heights 

English, Reading & Fluency 

Learning in school: 

In English, children will continue to write their non-fiction text. The children will be 

using a checklist to focus on conjunctions, the layout of the text and different 

punctuation. Children will continue to use ‘Exclamation sentences’ and they will add 

this to their non-fiction text. 

 

Reading: 

In Year 2 we use ‘Bug Club’ to teach reading. Children use the knowledge they have 

gained in their SPAG sessions to decode words alongside their teacher and peers. The 

stories we read span over a two-week period and throughout this time we focus on

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different VIPERs – vocabulary, inference, prediction, retrieval and sequence. As well 

as using role play and storytelling to promote a love of reading.  

 

This week the children will focus on all of the Vipers skills: vocabulary, inference, 

prediction, explain, retrieval and sequencing. 

 

This daily shared reading approach has replaced the 1:1 reads. We will use this 

knowledge combined with phonics assessments and half termly 1:1 reads to inform our 

tracking of progression in reading and the children will still progress through the 

phases.    

 

Fluency: 

This week, we will look at a poem called ‘Crayon’. 

 

Please continue to read at home and upload your comments onto the ‘BoomReader’ 

app. 

SPAG 

Learning in school: 

Children will be reviewing Phase 5 phonemes, graphemes and tricky words. They will 

practise reading, writing and spelling using these graphemes.

RE: Children will be learning about the Easter story. 

 

Science: Children will be identifying plants and animals in different habitats.
